The School of Continuing Studies is pleased to announce a scholarship for admitted, continuing
undergraduate students. This scholarship was developed to reward outstanding continuing SCS students
who demonstrate both academic achievement and financial need. Scholarship recipients will receive a
one-time tuition grant for up to three courses at SCS, based on available funds.

Deadlines

Scholarship applications must be submitted by the dates listed below, prior to the beginning of each term.
Fall quarter: September 1 Spring quarter: March 1
Winter quarter: December 1 Summer Session: June 1

Eligibility

Admitted undergraduate, degree-seeking students are eligible to apply. Applicants must have completed
at least four SCS courses. Applicants must have a cumulative 3.0 GPA. Other selection criteria include
financial need, demonstrated leadership, and commitment to interests outside of academia. Recipients of
this scholarship must use the entire award within one year of the award date. Preference will be given to
students who have not previously received scholarship awards.

Essay

Write a brief essay (two pages) describing your goals and aspirations (both academic and professional)
and your financial need. Please also discuss interests other than academic work and any instances when
you had to demonstrate exceptional leadership skills.
